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Detroit Man Killed for Being Gay

Andrew Anthos, 72, who was beaten unconscious on February 13 by a man he encountered on a bus who demanded to know if he was gay, died of his injuries on February 23. His family is calling the attack a hate crime. Police have no suspect.

According to a release by the National Gay and Lesbian Task Force, the perpetrator "continued to harass Anthos, followed him off the bus at the stop in front of his building, and then viciously beat Anthos with a metal pipe, striking him from behind. Anthos, who family members said was gay, was in a coma in the days immediately preceding his death."

Matt Foreman, executive director of the Task Force, said in a statement, "The hatred and loathing that led to the vicious murder of Andrew Anthos only because he is gay is not innate. Instead it is being taught every day by leaders of the so-called Christian right and their political allies."
